Garbage 
collection service schedules by the City's Refuse Division will be delayed by one day next week. 
Those with service scheduled for Friday, September 6th, will instead have their garbage picked 
up on Saturday, September 7th. 

To ensure proper service, residents are asked to have their carts set out by 6:00 am.
