- After driving through the event, exit the parking lot and turn right on Fruitvale Boulevard

Signs will be in place directing traffic. Police officers will be on site to assist with traffic flow.

Those not participating in the event are encouraged to avoid the area if possible due to potential
traffic delays.

If a participant approaches from the west on Fruitvale Boulevard, they will be directed to turn left
on 20" Avenue, left on J Street and left on 215t Avenue.
