The postcard provides a brief description of the project, the project name, location and directions about how to find out more information or submit public comments.

The City of Yakima, Washington implemented the postcard notice system in 2011 in order to reduce the cost of postage, printing, and mailing, as well as reduce waste.  The postcard does not replace other required methods of public notices such as the publishing of legal advertisements in the newspaper or the posting of property, when required.

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Step 1: Go to Postcard Website and Enter File Number


The first screen you will see as you enter the City Postcard Website is an agreement that you must accept. For example, a recent property transfer may not yet be reflected in the County Assessor Parcel database, which is the source of mailing and property owner information.  To continue using the City Postcard Website, please “Accept” the disclaimer on this screen.

To find out information about the development in your area, please enter the file number from the postcard in the box labeled “Application ID”. This file number includes a series of letters and numbers that refer to the type of application and the specific file. The example on the poster has an Application ID of SEPA#022-11. You must type in the file number exactly the way it appears on the postcard.  When you are done, please SUBMIT your request.
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Step 2: Review Application Information


The City Postcard Website will display a map of the area where the proposed development is located. If you would also like to see an aerial photo of the site, select the button at the bottom of the map titled IMAGERY.  On the right side of the screen is a list of additional information about the project. Project related documents are also included. You may browse through the Information Packet to read about the project and related maters.

Step 3: Submit Comments


If the public comment period is still open for the application in your neighborhood, there will be a COMMENT option on the Application information page. Please select the COMMENT box and enter your name, email address and write your comments about the application. The City of Yakima cannot accept anonymous comments.
