II. GENERAL INFORMATION
1. Purpose:  
It is the intent and purpose of these specifications to describe Commercial Fleet Hydraulics in sufficient detail to secure bids on comparable units, equipment parts and material.  All parts, which are necessary in order to provide a complete unit, ready for operation, shall be included in the bid and shall conform in strength, quality of workmanship and material to that which is usually provided the trade in general.  Any variance from the specifications or standards of quality must be clearly pointed out in writing by the bidder.

2. Contracting Agency and Point of Contact:
This BID is issued by the City of Yakima/Yakima County Purchasing Division, which has served both the City and County Purchasing functions since 2009.  The person responsible for managing this BID process from beginning to end is the Buyer listed on page 2 of this solicitation. From the date of release of this BID until a Contract is issued, all contacts (pertaining to this solicitation) with Owner’s employees, and other personnel performing official business for the Owner regarding this BID shall be made through the Buyer listed on page 2.  Contact with other Owner personnel regarding this BID is not permitted during the procurement process and violation of these conditions may be considered sufficient cause for rejection of a Bid and disqualification of the Bidder.

3. New and Unused:

All units, equipment, parts and material shall be new, unused, manufacturer's current model year and in current production.  All materials shall have physical and chemical properties to withstand the intended purpose.  Equipment design shall have sufficient excess capacity for durability and safety. 

4. Best Modern Practices:

All work, including design, shall be performed and completed in accordance with the best modern practices, further, no detail necessary for safe and regular operation shall be omitted, although specific mention thereof may not be made in these specifications.

5. Equal/Approved Equal:

These specifications are intended to be precise where a specific make, model or trade name is requested.  Whenever a make, model or trade name is used, it shall be that or equal, or approved equal.  Equal or approved equal means that the make, model or trade name will be given consideration if they fulfill the same performance requirements.  The County reserves the right to make the decision on acceptability.  Each bidder shall clearly identify make, model or trade name of equipment bid on the face of their bid.  Any equipment proposed as an equal to that herein specified must be substantiated with supporting data to justify such request for substitution.

6. Exceptions:

Specifications of the equipment bid shall be equal to or better than the specifications stated herein and all exceptions to these specifications shall be so listed on a separate sheet headed "EXCEPTIONS TO THE SPECIFICATIONS".  Any Bid submitted without exceptions will be required to meet every detail of these specifications regardless of cost to the successful bidder.

Where "NO EXCEPTIONS" are shown, none will be allowed.  No exceptions will be considered that may tend to devalue the equipment or give an individual bidder who is offering a lesser item a distinct advantage.

7. More or Less:

Quantities are estimated only and shall be bid on a MORE OR LESS basis.  For the purpose of comparison, bids shall be made in the quantities listed in this specification.  Listed quantities shall not be considered firm estimates of requirements for the year, nor shall the County be bound or limited to quantities listed.  Payment will be made only for quantities actually ordered, delivered, and accepted, whether greater or less than the stated amounts.

8. Delivery:

Each bidder is required to list on the Bid form the number of calendar days he/she expects delivery to be made at the destination, in terms of time interval, following placement of order.  Time of delivery is important and will be considered in the evaluation of the Bids.  Failure to include a specific number of calendar days may be sufficient grounds for rejection of Bid.

9. Delivery Acceptance:

Delivery will be accepted by Yakima County ER&R, 1216 South 18th Street, Yakima, WA  98901 between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday, ready for regular and safe operation.  The successful Vendor's personnel making the delivery shall instruct County personnel in maintenance and proper operation of the equipment prior to their departure from the delivery site.  All equipment shall have complete pre-delivery setup and service.

10. Delivery of Unapproved Substitutions:
Vendors are authorized to ship only those items ordered covered by the contract.  If a review of orders placed by the County reveals that an item other than those covered by and specified in the contract have been ordered and delivered, the Purchasing Manager will take such steps as are necessary to have the item(s) returned to the Vendor at no cost to the County regardless of the time elapsed between the date of delivery and discovery of the violation.  Violation of this clause may result in the removal of the offending vendor's name from the County mailing list for a period of up to three (3) years.
11. Contract Term:
The period of this contract shall be for a period of one year from its effective date.  The County may, at its option, extend the contract on a year to year basis for up to four additional years provided, however, that either party may at any time during the life of this contract, or any extension thereof, terminate this contract by giving thirty (30) days notice in writing to the other party of its intention to cancel.  Contract extensions shall be automatic, and shall go into effect without written confirmation, unless the County provides advance notice of the intention to not renew.

So that other unanticipated orders may be placed, or so that other entities may piggyback the resulting contract, prices shall remain firm for 12 months from receipt of contract award.
12. Pricing and Discount:
The Owner qualifies for governmental discounts.  Unit prices shall reflect these discounts.

A. Unit prices shown on the Bid or contract shall be the price per unit of sale (e.g., gal., cs., doz., ea.) as stated on the bid form.  For any given item, the quantity multiplied by the unit price shall establish the extended price, the unit price shall govern in the Bid evaluation and contract administration.

B. Prices established in continuing agreements and term contracts may be lowered due to general market conditions, but prices shall not be subject to increase for twelve (12) months from the date of award.  Any increase proposed shall be submitted to the Buyer listed on page 2, thirty (30) calendar days before the proposed effective date of the price increase, and shall be limited to fully documented cost increases to the Vendor which are demonstrated to be industry-wide.  The conditions under which price increases may be granted shall be expressed in Bid documents and contracts or agreements. 

13. Expansion Clause:
Any resultant contract may be further expanded by the Purchasing Manager in writing to include any other item normally offered by the bidder, as long as the price of such additional products is based on the same cost/profit formula as the listed item(s).

14. Warranty:
Bidders are to submit a copy of all warranties for the product(s) being offered with their response.  A copy of the warranties shall also accompany products delivered.  Bidders shall state terms and conditions of guarantee/warranty.
15. Warranty Coverage:

Warranty coverage will not commence until the date the completed unit is put into service as reported by the County; or thirty (30) days after final payment for the unit(s); whichever occurs first. 

16. Regulations and Codes:

To the extent applicable, all equipment or materials shall comply with Washington State vehicle regulations, Federal regulations, OSHA and WISHA requirements, to include EPA standards and County safety codes.

17. Prompt Payment:
Bidders are encouraged to offer a discount for prompt payment of invoice.  Please indicate your discount proposal on page 2 of this document.  If awarded by the County, period of entitlement begins only after:
· Receipt of a properly completed invoice

· Receipt of all supplies, equipment or services ordered

· Satisfactory completion of all contractual requirements

18. Payments:

To insure prompt payment each invoice should cite purchase order number, bid number, description of item purchased, unit and total price, discount terms and include the Vendor's name and return remittance address.  Payment will be mailed within thirty (30) days of (a) the receipt and acceptance of the equipment, (b) properly completed invoice, and (c) all papers required to be delivered with equipment.
19. Payment Method – Credit Card Acceptance:

The County, in its sole discretion, will determine the method of payment for goods and/or services as part of this agreement.  The County’s preferred method of payment is by procurement (credit) card.  Respondents may be required to have the capability of accepting the County’s authorized procurement card as a method of payment.  No price changes or additional fee(s) may be assessed when accepting the procurement card as a form of payment.

20. Acceptance of Terms:
Acceptance of a County Purchase Order (PO) for any units affiliated with this purchase constitutes acceptance of, and agreement with, all of the general and specific requirements and stipulations listed in this boiler plate, and in the attached equipment specification(s); including all penalties mentioned.

21. Sales Tax:

Yakima County’s Sales Tax rate is currently 7.9%.  However they amount of sales tax will not be considered in determining which bid is the lowest and best bid.

22. Tax Revenues:

RCW 39.34.040 allows the County to consider the tax revenue that is generated by a purchase of supplies, materials, and equipment, including those from a local sales tax or from a gross receipts business and occupation tax, it determining which bid in the lowest bid, after the tax revenue has been considered.

23. Clarifications and/or Revisions to Specification and Requirements:
If a Bidder discovers any significant ambiguity, error, conflict, discrepancy, omission, or other deficiency in this solicitation, the Bidder has a duty to immediately notify the Buyer of such concern and request modification or clarification of the BID document.

Any questions, exceptions, or additions concerning the subject matter of the BID document(s) shall not be considered unless submitted via e-mail (no phone calls) to the Buyer listed on page 2, a minimum of five (5) days prior to the submittal due date.

In the event that it becomes necessary to provide additional clarifying data or information, or to revise any part of this BID, supplements or revisions will be provided to all known Bidders in the form of an Addendum.  All Addenda are posted on www.yakimawa.gov/services/purchasing and sent directly to interested parties who have registered (per instructions on website) for updates to this BID.

If any requirements of the BID are unacceptable to any prospective Bidder, they may choose not to submit a Bid.
24. Incurring Costs:
The Owner is not liable for any cost incurred by a Bidder in the process of responding to this BID, including but not limited to the cost of preparing and submitting a response, in the conduct of a presentation, in facilitating site visits or any other activities related to responding to this BID.

25. No Obligation to Contract:
This BID does not obligate the Owner to contract for service(s), or product(s) specified herein.  Owner reserves the right to cancel or reissue this BID in whole or in part, for any reason prior to the issuance of a Notice of Intent to Award. The Owner does not guarantee to purchase any specific quantity or dollar amount. Bids that stipulate that the Owner shall guarantee a specific quantity or dollar amount will be disqualified (e.g. “all-or-none”.)

26. Retention of Rights:

The Owner retains the right to accept or reject any or all Bids or accept any presented which meet or exceeds these specifications, and which would be in the best interest of the County and will not necessarily be bound to accept the low bid.

All Bids become the property of Owner upon receipt.  All rights, title and interest in all materials and ideas prepared by the Bidder for the Bid to Owner shall be the exclusive property of Owner and may be used by the Owner at its option.

27. Points Not Addressed:

Bidders are encouraged to list any points not addressed in these specifications that they feel improve or enhance the operation of their units.

28. Force Majeure:
Vendor will not be responsible for delays in delivery due to acts of God, fire, Strikes, epidemics, war, riot, delay in transportation or railcar transport shortages, provided vendor notifies the Purchasing Manager immediately in writing of such pending or actual delay.  Normally, in the event or any such delays (acts or God, etc.) the date of delivery will be extended for a period equal to the time lost due to the reason for delay.

29. Other County Departments/Like Items Added:
At any time during the term of this contract, or any extension thereof, other County departments may be served under these same terms and conditions.  Additional like items may be added at the request of the Purchasing Manager.  

30. Materials Bought from Different Supplier:

Should the contracted vendor be unable to or refuse to supply materials, on any given day, against this predetermined delivery schedule to which the supplier has agreed and the County is forced to buy materials bought from a different supplier, the difference in the Bid price of the materials and that paid the new supplier, in order to do the work, shall be charged to and paid for by the contracted vendor holding the Bid award for these products.

Vendor shall not, however, be responsible for delays in delivery due to:

A. Unavoidable mechanical breakdowns

B. Strikes

C. Inability to secure component materials

D. Acts of God

E. Fire

Provided the Buyer listed on Page 2 is notified in writing by the contracted vendor of such pending or actual delay.  In the event of any delay, the date of delivery shall be extended for a period equal to the time lost due to the reason for the delay.
31. Termination - Convenience:


This contract may be terminated by either party by giving thirty (30) days written notice of such intent and will become effective thirty (30) days from the date such written notice is delivered to the applicable party to the contract.

32. Termination - Cause:

The County reserves the right to terminate this contract at any time, upon written notice, in the event that the services of the Bidder are deemed by the County to be unsatisfactory, or upon failure to perform any of the terms and conditions contained in this agreement.  

33. Re-Award:
When the contract is terminated by the vendor upon 30 days notice as herein provided, the County, may re-award the contract to the next most responsible bidder.  When a vendor is unable to supply goods and/or services to the County and is in breach of the contract, or when the contract is terminated by the City/County for cause as herein provided, the County reserves the right to re-award the contract to the next most responsible bidder.  

34. Errors and Omissions:
The County reserves the right to correct obvious ambiguities and errors in the Bidder’s proposal and to waive non-material irregularities and/or omissions.  In this regard, if the unit price does not compute to the extended total price, the unit price shall govern.  

35. Changes: 

Any proposed change in this contract shall be submitted in writing to the Buyer listed on Page 2 for prior approval.  If approved, she will make the change by a contract modification that will become effective upon execution by the parties hereto.  Any oral statement or representation changing any of these terms or conditions is specifically unauthorized and is not valid.

36. Assignment:
This Agreement, or any interest herein, or claim hereunder, shall not be assigned or transferred in whole or in part by the Vendor to any other person or entity without the prior written consent of the County.  In the event that such prior written consent to an assignment is granted, then the assignee shall assume all duties, obligations, and liabilities of Vendor as stated herein.

37. Venue:
In the event that any litigation should arise concerning the construction or interpretation of any of the terms of the Agreement, the venue of such action of litigation shall be in the Courts of the State of Washington in and for the County.  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Washington.
III. PREPARING AND SUBMITTING A BID
1. General Instructions:
The evaluation and selection of a Bidder will be based on the information submitted in the Bid and will be awarded to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder.  Failure to respond to each of the requirements in the BID may be the basis for rejecting a Bid.

2. Submitting a Bid:
Bidders shall submit one original (so marked). Bids are not considered to be confidential per Washington State Public Disclosure Act (RCW 42.56 et seq.)  All sections of the response shall be made available to the public immediately after contract opening.  

Bids shall be received no later than the date and time listed on Page 2 of this BID.  Late Bids will not be accepted or evaluated and will be returned to the Bidder, unopened, unless it can be proven the Bid was in the hands of a third-party package delivery company and should have been delivered on time, thus showing no advantage over other Bidders.

All Bids shall list the information on the outside of the package as specified on Page 2 of this BID.

3. Multiple Bids:
Multiple Bids from a Bidder will be permissible; however, each Bid must conform fully to the requirements for Bid submission.  Each such Bid must be submitted separately and labeled as Bid #1, Bid #2, etc. on the outside of the envelope and on the first page of their response.

4. Withdrawal of Bids:
After Bid opening, Bids shall be irrevocable until contract award unless the Bid is withdrawn.  Bidders may withdraw or supplement a Bid in writing at any time up to the Bid closing date and time if received by the Buyer listed on Page 2 of this document.  To accomplish this, the written request must be signed by an authorized representative of the Bidder and submitted to the Buyer.  If a previously submitted Bid is withdrawn before the Bid due date and time, the Bidder may submit another Bid at any time up to the Bid closing date and time.

IV. EVALUATION AND CONTRACT AWARD

1. Preliminary Evaluation:
All Bids shall be evaluated against the same standards.  The Bids will first be reviewed to determine if they contain the required forms, follow the submittal instructions and meet all mandatory requirements.  
2. Bid Evaluation:

Evaluation of bids shall be based on cost, past experience with proposed manufacturer's service availability, parts availability, equipment design and functionalism and effect on productivity and bidder's supporting documentation.  
3. Offer in Effect for Ninety (90) Days:
A Bid may not be modified, withdrawn or canceled by the Bidder for a ninety (90) day period following the deadline for Bid due date, or receipt of best and final offer, if required, and Bidder so agrees by submittal of a bid.

4. Protest Procedure:
Any protest must be made in writing, signed by the protestor, and state that the Bidder is submitting a formal protest.  The protest shall be filed with the Yakima County’s Purchasing Manager at 129 No. 2nd St., Yakima, WA  98901, or by fax: 509-576-6394 or email to: sue.ownby@yakimawa.gov.  The protest shall clearly state the specific factual and legal ground(s) for the protest, and a description of the relief or corrective action being requested.  Protests based on specifications/scope of contract, or other terms in the BID shall be filed five (5) calendar days before the solicitations due date, and protests based on award or after the award shall be filed five calendar (5) days after Award Announcement (see below for details).  The following steps shall be taken in an attempt to resolve the protest with the Bidder:

Step I.  Purchasing Manager and Division Manager of solicitation try resolving matter with protester.  All available facts will be considered and the Purchasing Manager shall issue a written decision. 
Step II.  If unresolved, within three (3) business days after receipt of written dissatisfaction, the protest may be appealed to the Department Head by the Purchasing Manager.

Step III.  If still unresolved, within three (3) business days after receipt of written dissatisfaction, the protest may be appealed to the Executive (or his designee).  The Executive shall make a final determination in writing to the Protester.

Award Announcement:
Purchasing shall announce the successful Bidder via Website, e-mail, fax, regular mail, or by any other appropriate means.  Once the Award is released by Purchasing, the protest time frame begins.  The timeframe is not based upon when the bidder received the information, but rather when the announcement is issued by Purchasing.  

Award Regardless of Protest:
When a written protest against making an award is received, the award shall not be made until the matter is resolved, unless the Owner determines that one of the following applies:
The supplies or services to be contracted for are urgently required;

Delivery or performance will be unduly delayed by failure to make award promptly;

A prompt award will otherwise be advantageous to the Owner.
If the award is made, regardless of a protest, the award must be documented in the file, explaining the basis for the award.  Written notice of the decision to proceed shall be sent to the protester and others who may be concerned.
The Owner retains the right to enter into any contract and nothing herein shall be construed to limit that authority in any manner.
V. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS
The Bidder must provide a detailed description of each major component of their proposed system. At a minimum, these descriptions shall take into consideration the specifications outlined in this Technical Specifications section.  Bidders are reminded to provide point-by-point responses to all specifications.  Any additional work found necessary that is not specified in this Bid specification shall be listed on a separate sheet entitled "Additional Materials/Labor Required".

The Respondents must complete the following Technical Specification Section using one of the following responses for each of the specifications.

Y – Yes.
The Respondent’s proposed product currently satisfies the entire requirement and the proposed system will completely support the requirement.

N – No.
The Respondent’s product does not currently satisfy the entire requirement, and the Respondent’s delivered product will not satisfy the requirement.

E – Explanation.  The Bidder’s product partially satisfies the requirement and an explanation is included in the response.

MR – Modification Required.  The Respondent’s product does not currently satisfy the requirement, but the bidder commits that the delivered base product will satisfy the requirement at no additional cost and shall be supported in future releases of the Respondent’s base products.

Note that, though some of the following Technical specifications may be answered with a Y of N, the Respondents are encouraged to provide further detail where such detail might differentiate their products from those of their competitors or where such detail might assist in analysis of the Bid.
1. Technical Specification Analysis:

Each bidder shall complete the "TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION ANALYSIS" section of the Bid Call and same shall be returned with the bidder’s proposal.  Failure to do so will be cause for rejection of said proposal.

2. Bidder shall check “YES” if they do comply 100% with that particular specification, or “NO” if they do not.  If “NO” is checked, bidder must explain in the “COMMENTS” column on the right how their specification deviates.  Checking “NO” on any item will not necessarily disallow bidders bid.  The County shall be the sole judge as to whether an exception is acceptable or not.

	HYDRAULIC PUMP:
The hydraulic pump shall be a U.S. manufactured variable displacement axial piston pressure and flow compensated load-sensing type.  The pump shall be cast iron construction and rated to 5.98 cubic inches per revolution at maximum stroke which will deliver 24.7 GPM @ 1000 engine RPM.  The pump shall have a 2-1/2” split flange suction, 1” split flange pressure port and SAE #12 case drain line plumbed directly back to the reservoir.  The pump shall be rated for 5000 PSI peak, 4600 PSI intermittent and 4060 PSI continuous.  The pump shall be rated for a maximum RPM of 3000 at standby pressure. The pump shall have a 1¼” keyed drive shaft and SAE 4-bolt type C mounting flange.  The shaft must have a captured keyway and a flat opposite the key for the driveline set screw. There shall be a high-pressure filter plumbed between the hydraulic pump and the control valve assembly.  The hydraulic filter shall be a 25-micron absolute and rated for 6000 psi.  The filter shall be model HP17125VG30EPUG5S2AE7050P or approved equal and be equipped with a visual and electrical bypass indicator.  A warning light and buzzer shall be mounted in the cab and wired to the electrical indicator. The system shall be supplied one spare high pressure filter element.
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	FLUSHER MOTOR:

The flusher motor shall be a cast iron bent axis piston motor design. The motor shall be 2.78 CID and rated to 5000 RPM max continuous speed. 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	HYDRAULIC CONTROL VALVE:
 

The hydraulic valve shall be of modular manifold design.  Each hydraulic function requires an individual manifold stacked together to form the manifold base.  The manifold base shall consist of an inlet section with SAE #16 inlet porting, SAE #20 outlet porting, and SAE #4 load sense porting.  There shall be a main system relief in the inlet section to protect the system from high pressure in case the pump compensators fail. If a double acting hoist is utilized, the dump body segment shall be equipped with a down side relief to protect the body down function. 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	HYDRAULIC VALVE ENCLOSURE:

The valve assembly shall be mounted in weather-tight enclosure.  The valve enclosure shall be fabricated of 10 and 12 gauge steel.  Enclosure shall be designed to not allow humidity to be trapped inside.  The valve is to be mounted with all ports coming out the bottom and holes allowing for hose adapter fitting.  Enclosure will allow for bulkhead style cable to enter the front.  Valve will be “Boxed In” with the cover and not the base.  The cover shall be held to the enclosure by four heavy rubber latches.  All plumbing shall be external, directly out the bottom of the valve enclosure. The enclosure shall be a FORCE America model MCV99-ENCL-7P or approved equal.
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	PNEUMATIC CONTROLS:

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	HYDRAULIC LINES AND PLUMBING:

All hydraulic lines and plumbing shall be of sufficient capacity so as not to create heat or turbulence within hydraulic system. Suction line between reservoir and pump shall be a minimum of 2 in. I.D. with a minimum SAE 100-R4 rating and shall be secured on both ends via heavy duty banding straps, radiator hose clamps unacceptable. 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	SPREADER CONTROL CONSOLE:

The electronic spreader control shall include proportional controls for Auger, Spinner, Prewet and Multi-lane Anti-ice spreader functions and shall be integrated into a small, rugged, plastic injection molded, control box.  The controller shall also be capable of reversing auger and cross conveyor.  The auger, prewet and anti-ice functions shall be operable in manual mode, open loop mode, and closed loop mode.  Spread rates for granular, spinner, prewet and anti-ice shall have the ability to be adjustable inside of calibration.  Materials shall be capable of being named.  A security code shall be selectable in calibration to lock out undesired changes to the calibration settings.  An optional supervisor USB key shall be available for quick access to the calibration menu. The controller shall be modular in design for ease of installation and service.  The controller shall be capable of being mounted anywhere in the cab.  A RAM mount shall be used to allow for easy installation and swivel capabilities.  Wiring connectors shall be keyed with wiring labeled throughout.  The spreader harness shall include DIN connectors that illuminate when the output is active.  All components must be durable for long life and trouble free operation.  Spinner and spreader control dials shall be on the right side of the controller to allow for a clear view of the display while being adjusted.  The spinner and spreader control knobs shall be color coded and correlated with the granular and spinner settings on the screen.  The enclosure shall provide a built in, protective surrounding around the spinner and spreader control knobs to prevent unintentional use and damage to the knobs.   

The controller shall offer the ability to operate a straight blade plow and dump body in lieu of the anti-ice feature.  The outputs shall be controlled by comfortable, backlit rocker switches molded into the controller above the display.  An interlock switch integrated into the back of the controller shall be required to operate the hoist function to comply with all OSHA related regulations.  The controller shall be capable of moving the plow up, down, left, and right.      

The controller shall include off the shelf integration with PreCise brand GPS/AVL systems for advanced material logging and maintenance reporting.  The controller shall also provide onboard current event and season totals for granular and prewet materials.  An integrated USB port shall be used for data retrieval, firmware upgrades, and for loading and saving of calibration settings.

The controller shall include a 3.5” high brightness, color, touch screen LCD with adjustable backlighting. · CISPR 25: RF Radiated Emissions - Sweep Range 150kHz-2.5GHz,  1 DUT Orientation, Horiz & Vert Ant Polarities

· Pass CISPR Class 3 through entire test range

· Pass CISPR Class 4 from 30MHz-2.5GHz

A 4GB Supervisor USB stick shall be supplied with the spreader control. The electronic spreader control shall be a FORCE America MODEL 5100EX-6F-DLA-FB128 or approved equal.
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	FB-128 AUGER FEEDBACK SENSOR KIT:

Closed loop operation will require a feedback sensor coupled to the auger/conveyor motor via a mechanical coupler. The mechanical coupler shall adapt to either a 1” or 1.25” round shaft. The coupler shall be constructed of stainless steel and house a sealed bearing. The feedback sensor shall give 128 pulses per revolution without the use of a multiplier and be equipped with an IP-68 rated M12 connection. The sensor housing shall be a corrosion-proof delron material and the entire sensor assembly shall be potted encapsulated.  Sensor shall be successfully tested for shock and vibration to MIL-STD-202.  It shall be of hall-effect, bearing-less design, with a shaft-mounted magnet on the mechanical coupler and auger shaft. There shall be a M12 feed-through bulkhead fitting to provide an easy disconnect point at the back of the truck chassis, and included in the kit shall be M12 cordsets and dust plugs for removal of the spreader from the chassis. PURCHASE OF COMMERCIAL FLEET HYDRAULICS
THIS AGREEMENT, entered into this _____ day of ___________, 2015, between the Yakima County (“County”), and ___________________, (“Vendor”).

WITNESSETH: The parties, in consideration of the terms and conditions herein, do hereby covenant and agree as follows:

1. Compensation:

The County agrees to pay the Vendor according to the payment schedule as listed in the Vendor’s attached Bid submittal.

2. Scope of Contract:

The Vendor shall provide the items listed according to the procedure outlined in the specifications of the Bid, attached hereto & incorporated herein.

3. Term:

The period of this contract shall be for a period of one year from its effective date.  The County may, at its option, extend the contract on a year to year basis for up to four additional years provided, however, that either party may at any time during the life of this contract, or any extension thereof, terminate this contract by giving thirty (30) days notice in writing to the other party of its intention to cancel.  Contract extensions shall be automatic, and shall go into effect without written confirmation, unless the County provides advance notice of the intention to not renew.  Prices shall remain firm for the first twelve month period of the contract unless an exception is stated in the proposal.  If Vendor wishes to revise any prices prior to the renewal of the Contract Vendor must advise the County in writing of the requested revisions no less than sixty (60) days before the end of the current Contract term.

4. Changes:

Any proposed change in this contract shall be submitted to the Buyer listed on Page 2 of the Bid document for their prior approval and they will make the change by a contract modification.  Any oral statement or representation changing any of these terms or conditions is specifically unauthorized and is not valid.

5. Agency Relationship between County and Vendor:

Vendor shall, at all times, be an independent Vendor and not an agent or representative of County with regard to performance of the Services.  Vendor shall not represent that it is, or hold itself out as, an agent or representative of County.  In no event shall Vendor be authorized to enter into any agreement or undertaking for, or on, behalf of County.

6. Successors and Assigns:

Neither the County, nor the Vendor, shall assign, transfer, or encumber any rights, duties, or interests accruing from this Contract without the written consent of the other.

7. Property Rights:

All records or papers of any sort relating to the County and to the project will at all times be the property of the County and shall be surrendered to the County upon demand.  All information concerning the County and said project, which is not otherwise a matter of public record or required by law to be made public, is confidential, and the Vendor will not, in whole or part, now or at any time disclose that information without the express written consent of the County.

8. Compliance with Law:

Vendor agrees to perform all delivery and services under and pursuant to this Agreement in full compliance with any and all applicable laws, rules, and regulations adopted or promulgated by any governmental agency or regulatory body, whether federal, state, local, or otherwise.  Vendor shall have all applicable and necessary permits, licenses and approvals of any federal, state, and local government or governmental authority.
9. Nondiscrimination:
During the performance of this contract, the Vendor agrees as follows:  

The Vendor shall not discriminate against any person on the grounds of race, creed, color, religion, national origin, sex, age, marital status, sexual orientation, pregnancy, veteran’s status, political affiliation or belief, or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap in violation of the Washington State Law Against Discrimination (RCW chapter 49.60) or the Americans with Disabilities Act (42 USC 12101 et seq.)

10. Severability:

If any term or condition of this contract or the application thereof to any person(s) or circumstances is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other terms, conditions or applications which can be given effect without the invalid term, condition or application.  To this end, the terms and conditions of this contract are declared severable.

11. Indemnification and Hold Harmless:

Vendor agrees to protect, defend, indemnify and hold harmless the County, its elected officials, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers from any and all claims, demands, losses, liens, liabilities, penalties, fines, lawsuits, and other proceedings and all judgments, awards, costs and expenses including reasonable costs and attorney fees) resulting from death or bodily injury to any person or damage or destruction to a third party or third parties to the extent caused by any negligent act and/or omission of _____________________, its officers, employees, agents, volunteers and/or subVendors, arising out of the performance of this Contract.

 

If the negligence or willful misconduct of both ________________and the County (or a person identified above for whom each is liable) is a cause of such third party claim, the loss, cost, or expense shall be shared between __________________and the County in proportion to their relative degrees of negligence or willful misconduct and the right of indemnity will apply for such proportion.

Nothing contained in this Section or this Contract shall be construed to create a liability or a right of indemnification in any third party.

 

12. Commercial Liability Insurance:  

The Vendor shall obtain and maintain in full force and effect during the term of the contract, commercial general liability coverage with insurance carriers admitted to do business in the State of Washington.  The insurance companies must carry a Best’s Rating of A- VII or better.  The policies will be written on an occurrence basis, subject to the following minimum limits of liability:

Yakima County, its agents, elected and appointed officials, volunteers and employees are to be listed as additional insureds under the policies.

The Vendor will provide a Certificate of Insurance to the County as evidence of coverage.  The insured will provide the County with 30-days notice of cancellation in the event coverage is terminated during the term of this Contract.  A copy of the additional insured endorsement attached to the policy will be included with the certificate.

The Vendor shall also maintain worker’s compensation through the State of Washington.

If at any time during the life of the contract or any extension, the Vendor fails to maintain the required insurance in full force and effect, all work under the contract shall be discontinued immediately.  Any failure to maintain the required insurance may be sufficient cause for the County to terminate the contract.

14. Governing Law:

This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington.

15. Venue:

The venue for any action to enforce or interpret this Agreement shall lie in the Superior Court of Washington for Yakima County, Washington.

16. Authority:

The person executing this Agreement, on behalf of Vendor, represents and warrants that he/she has been fully authorized by Vendor to execute this Agreement on its behalf and to legally bind Vendor to all the terms, performances and provisions of this Agreement.
